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In order to respond to the demand for advancement of the
teaching profession as educational issues become more complex,
we focus on (i) the place (space) where learning takes place, (ii)
the mechanisms (curriculum and learning materials) that elicit
learning, and (iii) the human resources (professionals) who
support learning. We will develop teacher educators who can
design a vision of education expected in the future society. We also
aim to form an Asian center for teacher educator education and
research. Teacher educators have two aspects: (1) as innovators
who support reform of the educational system, and (2) as
professionals (mentors/coaches) who nurture the teachers who
make the educational system function effectively.O

O The first semester of the doctoral program focuses on the

educational research and social contribution activities of teacher
educators, especially on the aspect (1), to cultivate the qualities and
abilities to design innovative and leading educational curricula,
instruction, and evaluation theories and methods for the next
generation, and to design inclusive and collaborative learning
spaces.[

the qualities and abilities to design innovative and leading teacher
training programs and methods for the next generation, as well as
the qualities and abilities to actually supervise teachers and design
their professional skills in the field of education.

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In the Educational Design for Teacher Educators Program, the core
area of specialization in teacher education is established as the literal
“trunk,” and the developmental area, which integrates the design of

teacher education, is established as a rich “branch,” forming the pillar
of education and research by appropriately combining the two
(“developmental area (- core area)”).

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Japanese Language Teaching Practicum Research at the graduate
school includes participation in mentoring of Japanese Language
Education students to be able to think about getting practical
experience for the steps of Japanese Language Teaching training. The
Japanese Language Education Practicum research includes observing
classes at several Japanese Language Education organizations,

analyzing class videos, writing lesson plans, and doing demo lessons
for Japanese Language Education training before actual teaching.
While receiving assistance from instructors and teaching assistants,
Japanese Language Education students participate in mentoring to be
able to think about the steps of learning acquisition for teaching
difficulties and offering advice to obtain practical teaching skills.

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A required subject of study is the Japanese Language Education
Research Project that aims to study and learn the interdisciplinary and
multicultural aspects of study/learning in research and the acquisition
of field knowledge and technical skills of basic research. For example,
in 2021, there was a class linguist instructor and a cultural instructor
with the first half of the class being the ideas of a Japanese person and

Japanese expressions and the second half was with cross-cultural
readings and debate. The participants which varied in their speciality
fields could exchange opinions within their groups and were able to
widen their view of understanding and way of looking at things that
was different from their own while at the same time connecting the
mapping out their own research.
