Affairs. Further, he took office as the Deputy Minister of MEXT (2014) and then
served as the Vice Minister of MEXT (2015). He took his current position of
Advisor to MEXT in Jun. 2016 before assuming his another current position of
Ambassador of Japan to Peru in Jan. 2018.
