Hirokazu Miyazaki is Professor of Anthropology and the Kay Davis
Professor at Northwestern University and Professor (Special
Appointment) at Hiroshima University. Miyazaki is a specialist in
theories of exchange, futurity, and hope, and his publications
include The Method of Hope: Anthropology, Philosophy, and Fijian
Knowledge (Stanford University Press, 2004), Arbitraging Japan:
Dreams of Capitalism at the End of Finance (University of California
Press, 2013), The Economy of Hope (co-edited with Richard
Swedberg, University of Pennsylvania Press, 2017), and Nuclear
Compensation: Lessons from Fukushima (Northwestern University
Libraries, 2021). Miyazaki’s current research focuses on a variety of
efforts to promote a vision of a world without nuclear weapons in
Japan and the U.S.
