The tuition exemption for Previous Research Fellowship students will be
eliminated, and the transition to the new SPRING system will increase
stipends by 40,000 yen per month (480,000 yen per year), but the total
disadvantage iIs expected to be about 176,200 yen.

*However, this excludes the case where the fellowship is cancelled in the
middle of the term of office.

There will be no tuition fee exemption as part of the new SPRING program
after FY2025, but the total amount of support during the school year will
exceed that of the Previous Research Fellowship program due to an
Increase in the stipends. (This is more than the increase in income tax,
municipal tax, and national pension insurance premiums.)

For tuition fees after 2025, students may also apply for the Hiroshima University Tuition
Fee Exemption Program.

In principle, the amount of support under the New Research Fellowship Program will not be less than the
planned amount of support under the Pevious Research Fellowship Program due to the special measure to
exempt tuition for both the first and second semesters of FY2024.
