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Synopsis

The presentation gives an overview of Mathematics Education in
Zambia focusing on recent changes iIn the curriculum. The
principles underpinning the curriculum changes are explored taking
into account Zambia’s persistent challenge of low learning
achievements in Mathematics at all levels of schooling. It is noted
that Zambia has implemented several large scale interventions
aimed at improving teacher effectiveness but that these
interventions are yet to have noticeable impact on classroom
practice, let alone Ilearning achievement in Mathematics.
Suggestions are made for the way forward and how development
